1. Requirements
2600.
42.b. A resident may not be neglected, intimidated, physically or verbally abused, mistreated, subjected to corporal

punishment or disciplined in any way.
Description of Violation
On 23 at approximately  a.m., staff person A was assisting resident #1 .  Resident
#1 was in severe pain and loudly crying out, and staff person A screamed at resident #1, saying "If you keep screaming,
I am going to give you something to scream about."  At approximately  a.m., staff person A, angrily said to resident
#2, "Shut up" and "Stop it" while attempting to get the resident out of bed.
 
Also, on multiple occasions, staff person A referred to resident #2, as "it" and complained about the resident being
incontinent. 
 
 
 
 

Plan of Correction Accept - 05/04/2023)
On 2023 staff person B reports abuse of a resident to supervisor.  On /23 staff person A was placed on
suspension by Administrator until investigation is complete.  Mandatory abuse Education for staff May 2@ 9am and
3:30pm from Suncrest hospice and Ombudsman  May 10 at 2pm.  Staff person A was terminated on

 2023 for abuse. 
At the next Quality Assurance Meeting on May 30 2023 and at each meeting going forward, we will place an
increased emphasis on the mandatory plans of correction reporting in accordance with §2600.65(b)(3).  Adiministator
will take action to improve the quality of our resident's rights and Older Adult Protective Services Act (OAPSA) by
continuing to train all newly hired staff within 40 scheduled working hours in accordance with §2600.65(b)(1) and
annually in accordance with §2600.65(g)(3) and §2600.65(g)(4). In addition, administrator has placed the
Ombudsman's confidential contact information in the Staff Communication Book which is available to all staff.  The
information is also posted in the unit for access by residents, visitors and staff.
To ensure compliance with §2600.42(b), the Administrator, Resident Care Director, or the Assistant Resident Care
Director will interview at least three residents each month to ensure that the resident has not been neglected,
intimidated, physically or verbally abused, mistreated, subjected to corporal punishment or disciplined in any way. 
The Administrator will maintain a log of these reports.
