Resident does have a
code alert emergency pendant and is instructed to use if requires assist with walker if needed. Any fall that occurred
was reported to PCP and _ Resident has received therapy from CIP Rehabilitation for physical therapy
from 8/13/2024 to 11/12/2024. Physical therapy was completed. On 12/15/2024 Resident went to hospital due to
an unrelated health issue, then was transferred to Maple Ridge Rehabilitation and Healthcare center for rehab.
Resident returned to facility on 1/6/2025 and was referred to Homebound Home Health Services for PT/OT and
nursing services. Services began on 1/7/2025. (See attached). Resident also has a wheelchair and encouraged to use
or ask for assistance if needed. Director of Wellness nurse will continue to update RASP as needed. Administrator will
monitor for ongoing compliance.
