






82c - Locking Poisonous Materials

1. Requirements
2600.
82.c. Poisonous materials shall be kept locked and inaccessible to residents unless all of the residents living in the

home are able to safely use or avoid poisonous materials.
Description of Violation
11 aerosol cans of 19 oz., Lysol Disinfectant Spray, with a manufacture's label indicating "Hazardous to humans and
animals", was unlocked, unattended, and accessible to residents in the second-floor utility closet. Not all the residents of
the home, including resident  have been assessed capable of recognizing and using poisons safely.
 
 

Plan of Correction Accept  12/19/2025)
On 11/20/2025 the closet was immediately secured.Inventory was done on all chemicals stored in the closet and
confirmed to be in the closet by Administrator. The staff was verbally educated on the regulation and requirements
to keep all poisonous material locked at all times. All staff also receieved an in servie on DHS regulations on locking
poisonous material.

103e - Left Overs

2. Requirements
2600.
103.e. Food served and returned from an individual’s plate may not be served again or used in the preparation of

other dishes. Leftover food shall be labeled and dated.
Description of Violation
There was an unlabeled, undated plastic bag of cut Kielbasa in kitchen refrigerator.

Plan of Correction Accept  - 12/19/2025)
Staff/Administrator checked all food to ensure food was labeled and dated including left over food on 11/20/2025.
Administrator to ensure all staff to sign check sheet that food is dated and labeled daily. Administrator to ensure staff
are adhering to daily checks and will review weekly.

187d - Follow Prescriber's Orders

3. Requirements
2600.
187.d. The home shall follow the directions of the prescriber.
Description of Violation
Resident is prescribed Digoxin 0.125 mg with a parameter order to hold the medication if pulse is less than 60.
However, resident s medication administration record documented the medication was held when the resident had a
pulse reading of  on  at 8:00A.M. 

Plan of Correction Accept - 12/19/2025)
On 11/20/2025 during annual inspection, Inspector found that Med Tech held medication when parameter results 
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from pulse rate should have been given. Resident was examined 11/20/2025 for any ill effects. Vitals where within
normal limits, Resident had no complaints. Dr was notified.  Administrator reported the incident to DHS. The
employee was re trained by medication trainer next day of work 11/21/2025 on parameters. Staff retrained on 5
rights, recording and reading vitals with parameters. Mar audits to be done daily by Administrator/Med trainer.
Random med pass observations to be done weekly by lead Med Trainer.
